(Deep Draft)
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The Lower Mississippi-GIWW (LMV) Basin’s third largest deep draft commodity group is grain.  The Basin’s waterways and deep draft ports serve grain shippers primarily by affording access to the export and industrial markets for grain.  The bulk of system grain traffic (about 97%) was destined for overseas shipment.    
As Shown in Table 1, corn was by far the largest component of the LMV Basin grain trade in 2008. Grain shipments on the LMV system totaled approximately 90.7 million tons, with corn being the largest grain commodity. Soybeans and wheat ranked second and third respectively. Combined, these three leading grain commodities accounted for 82% of total grain traffic in the LMV Basin. The 90.7 million tons of grain had a combined value of over $15 billion.

A total of 88 million tons of grains was exported from the basin to overseas markets, which accounted for nearly 100% of the tonnage shipped. As shown in Table 2, Louisiana shipped more grain out of the LMV basin than any other state in 2008.  More than 70 million tons of grain, primarily corn, worth over $12 billion was exported from Louisiana. Texas was the second leading exporter of grain, primarily wheat. Over 16 million tons of grains were exported with a value of over $2 billion.

As shown in Table 4, Mississippi shipped the most Grain within the basin with over 235,000 tons, mostly Corn. Arkansas was second with about 189,000 tons, mainly Soybeans. Louisiana and Tennessee also shipped almost 200,000 tons, mainly Soybeans and Corn.
