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The Great Lakes basin’s fourth largest commodity group is Other Commodities which accounted for almost 5% of the total commodity tonnage and almost 25% of the total commodity value.  Cement exports, from Canada,  are mainly destined for the southern Great Lakes region and the northwestern Pacific region. See Map  for major Great Lakes Basin Other Commodities port facilities.
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As shown in Table 1, cement and slag accounted for almost 91% of the other commodities tonnage, but accounts for only 26% of the total value.   
Fabricated Metal Products and Manufactured Products accounted for only 1.9% of the total tonnage of Other Commodities, but had a value accounting for over 24% of the total value.

As shown in Table 2, domestically, Michigan lead the Great Lakes states in shipping other commodities, 3.4 million tons, having a value of $243 million.  Cement was the primary product.  Canada was the leading shipper of other commodities on the Great Lakes, shipping 3.3 million tons having a value of $732 million, with cement being the primary product.  Indiana was the second leading state shipping 516 thousand tons of other commodities on the Great Lakes, primarily slag.  Illinois shipped 314 thousand tons of  of other commodites, primarily cement, with a value $78 million.
Commodities, NEC, shipped from Other Foreign Countries, was the highest value other commodity being shipped in the Great Lakes Basin, having a value of $826 million
