Other Commodities
(Deep Draft)
The Lower Mississippi-GIWW (LMV) Basin’s seventh largest deep draft commodity group is Other Commodities.  Other Commodities consists of a wide variety of commodities with a wide range of values
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As shown in Table 1, the leading commodity in the Other Commodities category is Cement and Concrete at 5.5 million tons.  It is also one of the lowest value commodities valued at only $225 million.  Nonelectric Machinery ranks second in tonnage shipped in the Other Commodities category, with 4.1 million tons having a value of $31.3 billion. 
LMV basin’s 2008 Other Commodities shipments totaled over 39 million tons, or 4.6% of all deep draft traffic. Other Commodities, as a whole, is a high-value commodity category.  This 39 million tons moving by ocean going ships in 2008 had a combined value of almost $99 billion, which is 42% of the value of total system traffic.

Over 15.7 million tons was exported out of the LMV Basin.  As shown in Table 2, the leading basin state in Other Commodities shipments was Texas. The highest tonnage commodity originated in Texas was Nonelectric Machinery with about 1.2 million tons (18% of total Texas tonnage). This commodity had a value of $9.3 billion. Louisiana was the second largest shipper of Other Commodities, shipping almost 4.5 million tons having a value of almost $16 billion.

As indicated in Table 3, Texas and Louisiana were the top 2 states receiving Other Commodities, almost exclusively from overseas markets. Cement and Concrete was the leading imported commodity to Texas accounting for 20% (2.1 million tons) of the 10.7 million tons imported. Vegetable Oils were the leading commodity imported by Louisiana, accounting for over 15% (747,000 tons) of the 4.9 million tons imported.

Only 440 thousand tons of Other Commodities moved within the LMV Basin.  As Table 4 shows, Cement and Concrete was the primary commodity, accounting for 74% of the total tonnage shipped, with Florida and Texas being the primary recipients of the material.
