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Belleville Locks and Dam is located at mile 203.9 of the Ohio River, downstream from Pittsburgh, PA.  The locks were opened in late 1968 .  The project replaced locks and dams Nos. 17, 18, 19 and 20 on Ohio River, Dam No. 1 on Little Kanawha River and Dam No. 1 on Muskingum River.Lock.  Two parallel locks, 110’ x 1200’ main chamber with an auxiliary lock 110' by 600' chamber.

In 2008, over 49.4 million tons of commodities were shipped through Belleville Locks.  These shipments had a combined value of $7.8 billion.  The leading commodity shipped through Belleville Locks was coal, which comprised 74% of Belleville’s tonnage.  Iron/steel products were next, totaling 6.8% of the goods shipped.  

The state that shipped the most tonnage through Belleville was West Virginia, transporting 24.4 million tons (23.0 million of which was coal).  Ohio ranked second with 6.3 million tons of material. Louisiana ranked fourth in tons shipped through Belleville, with 5.7 million tons, but the value of $3.2 billion was higher than the shipments for any other state.  Louisiana’s shipments consisted of high-value commodities such as iron/steel and ores/minerals.

West Virginia District 3 was next, transporting over 7.2 million tons, with a combined worth almost $356 million. Ohio  District 6 was third, transporting 6.1 million tons and   Louisiana District 3 was fifth, transporting 4.2 million tons of high-value commodities, which combined were worth over $1.0 billion .
