Cannelton Locks & Dam

The Cannelton Locks and Dam is located on the Ohio River at mile 720.7 below Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. It is three miles upstream from Cannelton, Indiana.  Cannelton Lock’s construction started in July 1963. The locks were placed in operation December 1966 and completed April 1967. Dam construction started in August 1965 and the dam was completed in 1974.   The project replaced Locks and Dams 43, 44, and 45 on the Ohio River.  The main lock chamber is 110’ x 1200’ and the auxiliary chamber is 110’ x 600’. It  is three miles upstream from Cannelton, Indiana. The navigation locks are located on the Indiana side of the river. The upper pool maintained above the dam extends upstream for a distance of 114 miles to the McAlpine Locks and Dam at mile 607 and for a short distance up Salt River.

According to the Corps of Engineers Waterborne Commerce Statistics for 2008, over 60.0 million tons of commodities were shipped through Cannelton Locks.  These shipments had a combined value of $12.4 billion.  The leading commodity shipped was coal, which comprised 52% of the total tonnage.  Iron/Steel, aggregates and chemicals were next, totaling almost 26% of the tonnage. These products represented the largest total commodity value of almost $6.0 billion. 
The state that shipped the most tonnage through Cannelton Locks was Kentucky, transporting 14.1 million tons.  Of this amount, coal made up over 9.1 million tons. The value of Louisiana’s commodities was higher than the shipments for any other state, as its high-value products such as  ores& minerals, iron/steel, chemicals  and petroleum were worth more than $6.8 billion.

Coal amounted to almost 6.7% of the total tonnage, but only $218 million or 33% of the total value. Grain accounted for only 29% of the tonnage, but 57% of the total value.
