	Location
	Ohio River about 1.5 miles downstream of Brookport, Illinois, at mile 939.

	Existing Structure
	A 1200 foot lock was completed in 1969, to augment the existing 600 foot lock. to handle the traffic that moves through the lower portion of the river.  The locks are located on the Illinois bank of the river.

	Annual Tonnage
	In 2008, 90.0 million tons of commerce worth $17.3 billion transited LD 52 Locks, of which 38% was coal.  Other important commodities included aggregates, grains,  iron/steel, and chemicals.

	Summary of Problems
	This low-cost structures provide an immediate relief to the traffic jam (as much as three-day wait). The structure will be removed upon completion of Olmsted. 

	Corps of Engineers Action
	Locks and Dam 52 , in the lower portion of the river, are a remnant of the original 1929 river locking system. A temporary 1200 foot lock has been built at the project to handle the traffic that moves through the lower portion of the river.. The temporary 1200 foot lock at Locks and Dam 52 was designed and constructed in just over a year. The structure won a Chief of Engineer’s Award for its many innovative technical features.
