Locks & Dam 52
Locks and Dam No. 52 is located on the Ohio River about 1.5 miles downstream of Brookport, Illinois, at mile 939.  Locks and Dam 52 , in the lower portion of the river, is a remnant of the original 1929 river locking system. A 1200 foot lock was completed in 1969, to augment the existing 600 foot lock. to handle the traffic that moves through the lower portion of the river.  The locks are located on the Illinois bank of the river.  The upper pool above the dam extends for 20.5 miles to Smithland Locks and Dam.

According to the Corps of Engineers Waterborne Commerce Statistics for 2008, over 90 million tons of commodities were shipped through LD 52 Locks.  These shipments had a combined value of $17.3 billion.  The leading commodity shipped was coal, which comprised 39% of the total tonnage.  Aggregates, grains, iron/steel, chemicals and ores/minerals were next, totaling almost 51% of the tonnage. These products represented the largest total commodity value of almost $11.5 billion. 

The state that shipped the most tonnage through LD 52 Locks was Illinois, transporting 25.8 million tons.  Of this amount, coal made up over 22.3 million tons. The value of Louisiana’s commodities was higher than the shipments for any other state, as its high-value products such as ores/minerals, iron/steel, chemicals and petroleum were worth almost $6.2 billion.
