	Twin 56’ x 360’ lock chambers and a gated dam were operational in 1934.

	In 1999, 15.1 million tons of commerce worth over $710 million transited the Marmet Locks and Dam; 94% of this tonnage was coal.  Other important commodities included aggregates and petroleum products.

	Projected Traffic Growth
	24 million tons by the year 2010 and 27 million tons by 2030. (source: Ohio River Main Stem Systems Study – Interim Feasibility Report)

	Summary of Problems
	Future traffic growth, age and deterioration of the present facilities are just some of the problems.  Congestion has increased since the opening of the new Winfield Lock in 1997.

	Corps of Engineers Action
	A new 110’ x 800’ lock chamber was authorized by the Water Resources Development Act of 1996.  The existing chambers would remain open for emergency use and during maintenance.  In 2001, property acquisition and development of plans and specifications will continue.  The total cost of the project is $313 million.
