	In 2005, 57 million tons of commerce worth $11.7 billion transited McAlpine Locks, of which 36% was coal.  Other important commodities included iron/steel, petroleum products, aggregates and chemicals.

	Projected Traffic Growth
	74 million tons by the year 2010 and 91 million tons by 2030.
