	Ohio River near Newburgh, Indiana, at mile 776.1. It is about 16 miles upstream from Evansville, Indiana. The Navigation locks are located on the Indiana side of the river.

	Existing Structure
	Newburgh Lock’s construction began in June 1966. The locks were placed in operation in December 1969. Dam construction began in June 1970, pool raised to final level January 1975, and dam completed in 1975.  The main lock chamber is 110’ x 1200’ and the auxiliary chamber is 110’ x 600’.

	Annual Tonnage
	In 2008, 73.6 million tons of commerce worth $12.9 billion transited Newburgh Locks, of which 55% was coal.  Other important commodities included iron/steel, ores/minerals, chemicals, grains and aggregates.

	85 million tons by 2030.
