Olmsted Locks & Dam

The Olmsted project consists of twin 1200’ locks and a new dam to replace Locks 52 and 53.  Construction began in early 1993.  The Olmsted project involves underwater foundation preparation, lift-in construction of the tainter gates and navigable pass shells for the dam, floating approach walls, directly connected hydraulic cylinder operation of the culvert valves, miter gates, tainter gates, and a central station to operate both the dam and the twin locks.  The project is currently scheduled for a 2021 completion, depending upon funding.

According to the Corps of Engineers Waterborne Commerce Statistics for 2005, more than 81 million tons of commodities were shipped past the point where Olmsted is being built.  These shipments had a combined value of $18.6 billion.  The leading commodity shipped past the Olmsted Lock site was coal, which made up 21% of the total tonnage. 

The state that shipped the most tonnage through this region was Louisiana, transporting more than 26 million tons of goods worth $5.8 billion.  Iron ore and Steel products comprised over 35% of this amount.

Louisiana received almost 23 million tons that would have moved through Olmsted Locks, with a combined value of $4.1 billion. Grain made up 40% of this amount.
