Olmsted Locks & Dam

The Olmsted project consists of twin 1200’ locks and a new dam to replace Locks 52 and 53.  Construction began in 1992.  The Olmsted Locks and Dam is located on the Ohio River near Olmsted, Illinois, at mile 964.4 below Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. The Navigation locks are located on the right descending bank or Illinois side of the river. The upper pool maintained above the dam extends upstream for a distance of 45.9 miles to the Smithland Locks and Dam at mile 918.5. The Olmsted project involves underwater foundation preparation, lift-in construction of the tainter gates and navigable pass shells for the dam, floating approach walls, directly connected hydraulic cylinder operation of the culvert valves, miter gates, tainter gates, and a central station to operate both the dam and the twin locks.  The project is currently scheduled for a 2014 completion, depending upon funding.

According to the Corps of Engineers Waterborne Commerce Statistics for 2008, more than 76 million tons of commodities were shipped past the point where Olmsted is being built.  These shipments had a combined value of $17.0 billion.  The leading commodity shipped past the Olmsted Lock site was coal, which made up 28% of the total tonnage. 

The state that shipped the most tonnage through this region was Louisiana, transporting more than 19.9 million tons of goods worth $6.2 billion.  Ores/minerals comprised over 33% of this amount.
