Illinois District 12
Illinois Congressional District 12 borders on the approximately 24 miles of the Ohio River, before it empties into the Mississippi River. The Illinois Congressional District 12 also borders on the Mississippi River, extending from Alton,IL down to Cairo, IL in the southern part of the state, at distance of approximately 202 miles to the intersection of the Ohio River. The Mississippi River in this reach carries a variety of commodities, including coal, grain, petroleum and aggregates. The Mississippi River commodity tonnage was shipped and/or received on the Ohio River.

An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the 12th district of Illinois shows that over 10.9 million tons of commodities were shipped on the Ohio River and Mississippi River systems out of the district.  Coal comprised more that 64% of this amount and was shipped from District 12 terminals located on the Mississippi River, Cora Terminal. Grain terminals located on the Ohio River, Cairo and Mound City, in District 12 comprised the majority of shipments and receipts.  Docks in the district received approximately 429 thousand tons, with others being the largest commodity.  More than 16 thousands tons moved within the district.  In 2008, over 11 million tons shipped to, from and within Illinois District 12 (68% from the Mississippi River and 32% from the Ohio River) were worth over $1.3 billion.

Docks in Illinois District 12 shipped commodities by barge to 15 states, and received commodities from 14 states.  The leading state shipped to was Indiana, receiving over 3.4 million tons of goods worth $142 million.  The leading state shipping by barge to Illinois District 12 was Kentucky, which transported over 246 thousand tons worth $68 million. 

There were 64 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on the Ohio and Mississippi Rivers in this district that shipped and received tonnage in 2008. More than 6.5 million tons of coal was shipped from District 12 to 13 power plants in the Ohio River basin. Much of this coal originates in the western United States and moves by rail to the Cora Facility located on the Mississippi River.  The Wood River Refinery on the Mississippi River also received 720 thousand Petroleum Products.
On the Ohio River, the Illinois District 12 had 9 major manufacturing facilities, terminals and docks (see map) which shipped and received 3.6 million tons worth $732 million. The district shipped 3.3 millions tons, 75% grain, and received 297 thousand tons of commodities, 62% aggregates.
There are two navigation projects on the Ohio River bordering the 12th District (See Map).  They are Locks and Dam 53 and Olmsted Locks and Dam, currently under construction.  Ground was broken on Olmsted Locks and Dam in 1996.  Locks and Dam 53 will be replaced with the completion of Olmsted facility consisting of twin 110’ x 1200’ lock chambers and a submersible dam.  Olmsted is located approximately 1 mile downstream from LD 53.
