Illinois 

The State of Illinois borders or contains over 1000 miles of the inland waterway system.  The state’s western border is defined by 580 miles of the upper Mississippi River.  The Illinois Waterway flows for more than 300 miles, from Lake Michigan diagonally across the state to the upper Mississippi where it joins at mile 217.  The Kaskaskia River is also a part of the Mississippi River system; it is navigable for 36 miles and flows into the upper Mississippi River at mile 117.  The Ohio River forms the southern border of Illinois from mile 848 at the Indiana border through mile 981 at the Mississippi River.  Illinois docks also ship and receive commodities on deep-draft ships on the Great Lakes; however, the statistics in this document refer only to the shallow draft barge movements to, from and within Illinois.

In 2008, 39.7 million tons of commodities (mostly coal, grain, aggregates and iron/steel) moved to, from and within Illinois on the Ohio River with a value of almost 3.6 billion.

	Shallow draft barge movements only


An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the State of Illinois shows that over 37.8 million tons of commodities were shipped, on the Ohio River, out of the state.  Coal made up more than 74% of this amount, followed by grain with over 9%.  Docks on the Ohio received 2.4 million tons, consisting of coal, iron/steel, aggregates and other commodities.  More than two million tons moved within the state.  The main intrastate commodity was aggregates.

	Shallow draft barge movements only


Illinois docks shipped commodities by barge to 14 states, and received commodities from 14 states.  The leading state shipped to was Indiana, with over 14 million tons and a value of over $581 million.  Coal was the top commodity shipped.  The leading state shipping by barge to Illinois was Kentucky, which shipped 1.1 million tons with a value of $150 million.  Coal was the top commodity shipped. 

Illinois coal is shipped by barge to 17 power plants in the basin.  These plants received just over 26 million tons of coal in 2008 with a value of over $1 billion.

There are 167 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on the waterways of Illinois that shipped and received tonnage in 2008 (see map). 

There are three navigation projects on the Ohio River bordering Illinois.  They are Locks and Dam 53, Locks and Dam 52 and Smithland Locks and Dam. 

Ground was broken on Olmsted Locks and Dam in 1996.  Locks and Dam 52 and 53 will be replaced with a single facility consisting of twin 110’ x 1200’ lock chambers and a submersible dam .
