As shown in Table 1, the 2008 lakewise waterborne commerce data for the State of Illinois shows that over 4.2 million tons of commodities were shipped on the Great Lakes system out of the state.  Coal made up 75 percent of this amount.  Docks in the state received over 5.3 million tons, with 25 percent of the receipts consisting of limestone/aggregates.  In 2008, the 14.0 million tons shipped to, from and within Illinois had an approximate value of $1.4 billion.

As seen in Table 2, in 2008, Illinois docks shipped  2.0 million tons of commodities worth over $136 million to Michigan.  Coal made up more than 88 percent of Illinois’s shipments to Michigan.  Michigan was also the leading state shipping to Illinois.  The bulk of the shipments from Michigan consisted of commodities such as cement and limestone, worth over $261 million.
There are 70 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in Illinois that shipped and received tonnage in 2008. The Port of Chicago proper received more than 4.5 million tons of commodities worth over $735 million in 2008.  Nonmetallic minerals and iron and aggregates, and steel products each accounted for 28, 26  and 15 percent, respectively of total tonnage receipts.  On the other hand, over 4.1 million tons of commodities were shipped from the Port of Chicago in 2008.  Coal accounted for more than 75 percent of total tonnage shipments from the Port of Chicago proper. 
The Port of Chicago,IL includes Chicago Harbor, Chicago Main , North and South Branch, Chicago Sanitary and Ship Canal, Calumet-Sag Channel and Lake Calumet IL, Calumet Harbor and River, IL and Illinois River.  Total tonnage for the entire Chicago Port area was 22.6 million tons and had a value of $3.9 billion. Chicago is the second largest US port on the Great Lakes. 
Great Lakes Navigation Review, Reconnaissance Report  

The review examines the feasibility of undertaking any capital improvements to the Great Lakes navigation system.  The review identifies factors and trends that affect the character of the existing system and projects future commodity flows and the external factors that affect them.  Factors investigated include evolving transportation technologies, inter-modal linkages, characteristics of the Great Lakes fleet, changes affecting demand sectors, lock, channel and harbor capital improvements and related purposes.

The reconnaissance level study ( Reconnaissance Phase ), completed in June of 2002, documented what improvements may be warranted for further investigation in a follow-on feasibility study.  Once a determination regarding Federal interest has been made and a cost-sharing partner(s) identified, a feasibility report will be prepared and made available to the public.  A feasibility study will quantify system capacity constraints limiting vessel movements, examine required modifications to improve the efficiency and reliability of the system and optimize an investment plan for meeting the needs and fulfilling the opportunities identified for the system.   

Initial results from the reconnaissance level study indicate that both reliability and adequacy of the existing system suggest problems and opportunities.  Suggested improvements worthy of further study include deepening connecting channels, the St. Lawrence Seaway and specific ports, and reconstruction of aging locks on the system.
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
