 A profile of the 9th Congressional District of Indiana shows that 8.3 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  A sizeable portion of the tonnage (7.3 million tons) was aggregates shipped to Indiana, Ohio, Kentucky and West Virginia.  Docks in the district received 18.9 million tons.  Illinois was the leading shipper to Indiana District 9, transporting 12 million tons of commodities, primarily coal.  Over 203 thousand tons moved within the district.  In 2005, over 27 million tons shipped to, from and within Indiana District 9 had a value of almost $2.0 billion.

There were 69 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks adjacent to the river in Indiana’s 9th Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 2005 (see map).  The Rockport area shipped and received more than 10 million tons, most of which was coal and aggregates.  

Four power plants that receive coal by barge are shown on the map.  These plants received, via the waterway, more than 17.3 million tons of coal in 2005.

The portion of the Ohio River bordering the 9th Congressional District contains three navigation locks and dams (see map).  They are Cannelton Locks and Dam, McAlpine Locks and Dam and Markland Locks and Dam.  Construction began at McAlpine in 1999 on a new 110’ x 1200’ lock, which will replace the active 110’ x 600’ auxiliary and an inactive auxiliary lock.  The project is scheduled for completion in 2008.
