Indiana District 1 – Congressman Peter Visclosky

Indiana’s 1st Congressional District borders a small but vital area of Lake Michigan.  The district includes the ports of Gary Indiana, Indiana Harbor, Burns Harbor and Buffington Harbor.

In 2005, almost 32 million tons of commodities (mostly iron ore and aggregates) moved in, out or within this area of the Great Lakes.  These commodities had a total value over $3.8 billion.  Iron ore/Steel Products made up about 75 percent of the district traffic.  Aggregates were next, with 10 percent of the traffic.
