Indiana District 1

Indiana’s 1st Congressional District borders a small but vital area of Lake Michigan.  The district includes the ports of Gary Indiana, Indiana Harbor, Burns Harbor and Buffington Harbor.

As shown in table 1, in 2008, over 32 million tons of commodities (mostly iron ore and aggregates) moved in, out or within this area of the Great Lakes.  These commodities had a total value over $2.5 billion.  Iron ore/Steel Products made up almost 80 percent of the district traffic.  Aggregates were next, with 11 percent of the traffic.

An analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for Indiana District 1 shows that over 30.1 million tons of commodities were shipped by water into the district.  As shown in table 2, over 99% of the tonnage (23.2 million tons of iron ore) was received from Minnesota, Wisconsin and Michigan.

There were 26 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks adjacent to Lake Michigan in Indiana’s 1st Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 2008 (see map).  This area of Indiana ships and receives in both shallow draft barges and deep draft lake vessels.

As shown in table 3, the Port of Indiana Harbor shipped and received 15.4 million tons of commodities, worth over $1.2 billion.  Gary ranked second with shipment and receipts of 9.0 million tons, worth over $522 million. 
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
