An analysis of the 2005 waterborne commerce data for the 1st Congressional District of Michigan shows that almost 40 million tons of commodities were shipped on the lakes system out of the district.  The bulk of this tonnage (approximately 23.5 million tons) consisted of Aggregates.  Docks in the district received 4.8 million tons from outside the district, with coal being the primary commodity.  In 2005, the approximately 46.5 million tons shipped to and from Michigan District 1 had a value of $3.0 billion.

The docks in Michigan’s 1st District shipped more commodities to other portions of the state of Michigan than any other state in 2005.  Over 12 million tons of commodities (mainly Aggregates) were shipped to Michigan.  On the other hand, the state of Indiana received approximately 6.9 million tons of commodities worth $394 million from docks in Michigan’s 1st District.  Coal was the major commodity shipped to Michigan’s 1st District Indiana from Ohio. 
There were 51 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in the 1st District that shipped and received tonnage in 2005 .  The Port of Presque Isle shipped and received about 10.9 million tons of commodities worth approximately $352 million.  The port of Calcite ranked second with 7.3 millions tons of commodities moved worth approximately $651 million.
