As shown in Table 1, an analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for the 2nd Congressional District of Michigan shows that over 4.0 million tons of commodities were shipped on the lakes system into the district. The primary commodities were coal and aggregates with the tonnage accounting for 50% and 30%, respectively. In 2008, the approximately 4.6 million tons shipped to and from Michigan District 2 had a value of $458 million.

The docks in Michigan’s 2nd District, see Table 2, shipped more commodities to the state of Michigan than any other state in 2008. Aggregates were the main commodity shipped to Michigan.  The state of Michigan also received more commodities, approximately 1.2 million tons of commodities worth $94 million from docks in Michigan’s 2nd District.  Aggregates were the major commodity shipped to Michigan’s 2nd District. 
There were 20 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Michigan’s 2nd Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2008.  Table 3 shows the Port of Muskegon shipped and received over 2.1 million tons of commodities worth approximately $113 million.  The port of Luddington ranked second with 538 thousand tons of commodities moved worth approximately $172 million.
