As shown in Table 1, an analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for the 10th Congressional District of Michigan shows that over 9.6 million tons of commodities were shipped on the lakes system into the district. The state of Wisconsin, see table 2,  shipped approximately 8.0 million tons of commodities worth $306 million into Michigan’s 10th District.  Coal was the major commodity received from Wisconsin into Michigan’s 10th District.
