Canada was the biggest recipient of commodities from Ohio’s 9th District. Approximately 260 thousand tons was shipped with Iron  Ore/Steel Products being the biggest commodity.        
The state of Ohio received approximately 149 thousand tons of commodities worth $45 million in 2001 from Michigan’s 13th District.  A large part of that tonnage was made up of Petroleum Products.  

Canada was the biggest shipper of commodities into Michigan’s 13th District.  Over 4,020 thousand tons were received with Miscellaneous Products being the biggest commodity.

Docks in Michigan’s 13th District received 3,526 thousand tons of commodities worth $329 million from the state of Michigan.  Aggregates was the primary commodity shipped to Michigan’s 13th  2001.

There were 32 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Michigan’s 13th Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2001.  The Port of Dearborn received about 9.8 million tons of commodities worth approximately $751 million.  The port of Detroit ranked second, tonnage, with 6.0 millions tons of commodities moved worth approximately $782- million.
