As shown in Table 1, an analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for the 13th Congressional District of Michigan shows that 9.5 million tons of commodities were shipped on the lakes system into the district.  The bulk of this tonnage (approximately 3.2 million tons) consisted of Iron ore/Steel Products. In 2008, approximately 10.5 million tons shipped to, from and within Michigan District 13, with a value of $761 million.

The docks in Michigan 13th District, see table 2,  shipped more tonnage to Michigan than any other state.  Over 113 million tons were shipped to Michigan with ores & minerals being the primary commodity. 
The state of Michigan was the biggest shipper of commodities into Michigan’s 13th District.  Over 2.0 million tons were received with aggregates being the biggest commodity.

Canada shipped over 2.7 million tons of commodities worth over $187 million. Ores & minerals being the primary commodity shipped to Michigan’s 13th 2008.

There were 29 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Michigan’s 13th Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2008.  The Port of Detroit proper shipped and received 5.8 million tons of commodities in 2008. The entire Port of Detroit, Michigan includes Detroit Harbor, Rouge River, Ecorse, Wyandotte, Riverview and Trenton. The entire harbor area shipped and received 12.8 million tons making it the fourth largest port on the Great Lakes.  Most of the tonnage shipped to Detroit proper was iron ore.

The Port of Dearborn received over 7.5 million tons of commodities worth approximately $445 million.
