Ohio District 2 – Congressman Jean Schmidt 

Ohio’s 2nd Congressional District is located just upstream of the Cincinnati area.  The district borders 123 miles of the Ohio River, and is a major area for power generation in this region of the Ohio River Basin.

In 2004, over 128 million tons of commodities (mostly coal, petroleum, Iron Ore & Steel Products and aggregates) moved to, from, within and past Ohio District 2.  These commodities had a combined value of more than $14.0 billion.  Coal made up just over than 65% of this tonnage, followed by petroleum.

There were a few shipments by docks to few states in the district, but these statistics are not releasable due to an insufficient number of barge operators making the moves.  

There were 25 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in Ohio’s 2nd Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 2004 (see map).  These docks include four power plants, which received over 15.4 million tons of coal shipped to the district.

There is one navigation lock and dam in the 2nd Congressional District (see map).  Meldahl Locks and Dam is located at mile 437 of the Ohio River.
