Ohio District 6 – Congressman Ted Strickland

Ohio’s 6th Congressional District borders a large range of the Ohio River.  The district encompasses mile 50 to mile 374 (see map), and includes five of the six Ohio River navigation locks and dams in the Huntington District of the Corps of Engineers.

In 2003, over 128 million tons of commodities (mostly coal, petroleum, Iron Ore & Steel Products and aggregates) moved to, from, within and past Ohio District 6.  These commodities had a combined value of more than $14.0 billion.  Coal made up just over than 65% of this tonnage, followed by petroleum.

In 2003, about 14.5 million tons moved onto the Ohio River from the Kanawha River, and just over 19.9 million tons entered the Ohio from the Big Sandy River.

 An analysis of the 2003 waterborne commerce data for the 6th Congressional District of Ohio shows that approximately 12.2 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Ohio received the largest portion of the traffic (28%), of which coal was the leading commodity.  Docks in the district received more than 19.9 million tons of goods.  West Virginia led other states in shipments to Ohio District 6, transporting over 10 million tons of coal and petroleum into the district.   Over 6.4 million tons moved within the district.  In 2003, the 38 million tons shipped to, from and within Ohio District 6 had a combined value of almost $4 billion.

There were 138 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in the district that shipped and received tonnage in 2003 (see map).  

The locks and dams in Ohio District 6 are Greenup, Robert C. Byrd, Racine, Belleville and Willow Island.  Robert C. Byrd Locks and Dam (formerly Gallipolis) had been the site of a bottleneck to navigation on the Ohio River, with small lock chambers and a difficult approach for tows using the locks.  New 110’ x 1200’ and 110’x 600’ locks were completed in 1993, and dam rehabilitation and environmental mitigation work is to be completed in the next few years.  The total cost of the project is $379 million and $2.7 million was appropriated for this year’s work.

At Greenup Locks and Dam, the existing 600’ x 110’ auxiliary chamber will be extended to 1200’.  Major repairs of the main chambers associated with heavy use and age force greater future reliance on the inadequately-sized auxiliary chamber.  This results in accelerating transit costs. The lock extension will be constructed utilizing float-in construction for the new miter gate bay to help minimize interference with traffic utilizing the main lock chamber.  After completion of the new miter gate bay, connection of the new miter gate bay to the existing middle wall and construction of a short section of cofferdam on the land side, lock maintenance bulkheads can be installed on the downstream end of the new miter gate bay and the extension of the land wall and the laterals for the filling and emptying system can be constructed in the dry.  Upon completion of the auxiliary lock extension, Greenup will have a set of spare miter gate leaves.  Scheduled completion is 2012, depending upon funding.
