Ohio District 9
Ohio’s 9th Congressional District borders significant portions of Lake Erie (including the shores of its islands).  The state’s lakefront docks ship and receive primarily bulk raw materials such as coal, iron ore and limestone.
As shown in table 1, in 2008, over 18 million tons of commodities moved in, out or within this area of the Great Lakes.  These commodities had a total value of over $1.1 billion.

An analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for Ohio District 9 shows that 10.7 million tons of commodities were shipped by water out of the district. Coal and aggregate shipments accounted for more than 86 percent of the district’s outbound tonnage.  Docks in the district received almost 7.4 tons of commodities.

As shown in table 2,  Canada was the biggest receiptant of commodities from Ohio’s 9th District. Over 5.4 million tons was shipped, with aggregates being the biggest commodity.        
The state of Michigan received over 2.4 million tons of commodities worth $122 million in 2008 from Ohio’s 9th District.  A large part of that tonnage was made up of coal.  
Docks in Ohio’s 9th District received over 2.1 million of tons of commodities worth $114 million from the state of Michigan.  Aggregates were the primary commodity shipped to Ohio’s 9th District in 2008.
There were 32 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Ohio’s 9th Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2008.  As shown in table 3, the Port of Toledo shipped and received almost 11 million tons of commodities (worth about $713 million). The Port of Marblehead ranked second with shipments and receipts totaling over 3.0 million tons and worth about $238 million.
