Ohio’s 9th Congressional District borders significant portions of Lake Erie (including the shores of its islands).  The state’s lakefront docks ship and receive primarily bulk raw materials such as coal, iron ore and limestone.
In 2001, over 20 million tons of commodities moved in, out or within this area of the Great Lakes.  These commodities had a total value of approximately $1.9 billion.

Canada was the biggest receiptant of commodities from Ohio’s 9th District. Approximately 8,103 thousand tons was shipped with Coal being the biggest commodity.        
The state of Michigan received approximately 3.2 million tons of commodities worth $158 million in 2001 from Ohio’s 9th District.  A large part of that tonnage was made up of coal shipments.  
Docks in Ohio’s 9th District received 2,005 thousand tons of commodities worth $60 million from the state of Minnesota.  Iron ore was the primary commodity shipped to Ohio’s 9th District in 2001.
There were 38 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Ohio’s 9th Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2001.  The Port of Toledo shipped and received approximately 10.5 million tons of commodities (worth about $1.3 billion). The Port of Sandusky ranked second with shipments and receipts totaling 4.6 million tons and worth about $209 million.
