Ohio District 11
Ohio’s 11th Congressional District borders a small but significant portion of Lake Erie. The state’s lakefront docks ship and receive primarily bulk raw materials such as iron ore and limestone.
As shown in table 1, in 2008, almost 8.5 million tons of commodities moved in, out or within this area of the Great Lakes.  These commodities had a total value of $902 million.

An analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for Ohio District 11 shows that over 7.4 million tons of commodities were received by water into the district. Aggregates and iron ore/steel products accounted for more than 86 percent of the district’s inbound tonnage.  Over 834 thousand tons of commodities were shipped by water out of the district.

As shown in table 2, docks in Ohio’s 11th District received over 3.2 million tons, from other State of Ohio ports.  The commodities were worth $236 million in 2008. Shipments consisted mainly of aggregates. The State of Michigan was second in shipping commodities into Ohio’s 11th District.  Over 1.1 million tons of commodities were shipped, with aggregates being the primary commodity.
There were 23 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Ohio’s 11th Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2008.  The Port of Cleveland moved over 10.5 million tons of commodities, worth $933 million.  Aggregates and Iron ore/Steel products accounted for over 87% of all commodities moved.
