Ohio District 13 received approximately 3.6 million tons of commodities worth $107 million from Minnesota and another 514 thousand tons of commodities, valued at $15 million, were shipped from Wisconsin in 2001.  A large part of shipments consisted of iron ore/steel products.  
There were 9 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Ohio’s 13th Congressional District lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2001.  Docks in Ohio’s 13th District shipped 3 million tons of commodities worth $123 million in 2001. Shipments consisted of Iron ore/Steel Products and Other commodities.

This Port of Lorain moved approximately 7.8 million tons of commodities, worth almost $444 million.  Iron ore/Steel products and Other commodities accounted for over 94% of all commodities moved.
