The state of Michigan received approximately 1.3 million tons of commodities worth $47 million in 2001.  A large part of that tonnage was made up of coal shipments.  
Docks in Ohio’s 14th District received 3,980 thousand tons of commodities worth $233 million from the state of Michigan.  Aggregates was the primary commodity shipped to Ohio’s 14th District from Michigan in 2001.
There were 26 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on Ohio’s 14th Congressional District’s lakefront that shipped and received tonnage in 2001.  The Port of Ashtabula shipped and received approximately 10.9 million tons of commodities (worth about $1.2 billion). The Port of Conneaut ranked second with shipments and receipts totaling 10.5 million tons and worth about $429 million.
