Ohio District 18 – Congressman Robert Ney

Ohio’s 18th Congressional District includes the upper Ohio River, a historic area for steel-making and related industries.   The area receives coal for electric power generation and also ships coal to other power plants.  The district borders 98 miles of the Ohio River.

In 1999, 51.2 million tons of commodities (mostly coal, iron, steel and petroleum) moved to, from, within and past the 18th Congressional District.  These commodities had a combined value of nearly $4.9 billion.  Coal comprised almost 80% of this tonnage, followed by iron and steel and petroleum products.

An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the 18th Congressional District of Ohio shows that 7.1 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Most of this amount was coal shipped to Ohio, West Virginia, and Kentucky.  Docks in the district received 10.9 million tons from outside the district.  West Virginia was the leading shipping state to District 18.  Over 1.5 million tons moved within the district.  In 1999, the nearly 20 million tons shipped to, from and within Ohio District 18 had a value of $1.4 billion.

There were 32 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in Ohio’s 18th Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 1999 (see map).  The district includes three coal-fired power plants that receive coal by barge.  The plants received a combined 9.8 million tons of coal in 1999.

More coal is shipped on the waterways of the Ohio River Basin than any other commodity.  In 1999, docks in Ohio District 18 shipped over 7.7 million tons of coal to 15 power plants in the basin and 2 plants in other parts of the country.

There are three navigation locks and dams in the 18th Congressional District (see map).  They are Hannibal, Pike Island and New Cumberland on the Ohio River, all in the Pittsburgh District of the Corps of Engineers.
