Pennsylvania District 4

Pennsylvania’s 4th Congressional District contains most of the Pennsylvania portion of the Ohio River and part of the Allegheny River (see map).  On the Ohio River, the district spans from mile 15 to the border with West Virginia and Ohio at mile 6.2. Pennsylvania District 4 borders miles 3 through 29 of the right descending bank of the Allegheny River.

An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the 4th Congressional District of Pennsylvania shows that over 6.3 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district, while 12.7 million tons were received in 2008.  More than 815 thousand tons moved within the district.  The value of the 19.9 million tons shipped, received and moved in the district was $1.5 billion.

There were 83 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks adjacent to the river in Pennsylvania’s 4th Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 2008 (see map). These include two power plants that received over 6.1 million tons of coal in 2008. The district contains a portion of the Port of Pittsburgh, which is the 2nd largest inland port in the United States.  The port shipped and received 41.8 million tons of commodities in 2008.  The Port of Pittsburgh is defined as miles 0-40 of the Ohio River, miles 0-91 of the Monongahela River and the entire 72 navigable miles of the Allegheny River.   

There are three navigation locks and dams in the 4th Congressional District (see map).  Emsworth, Dashields, and Montgomery are the three remaining navigation projects on the Ohio River that do not have a 110’ x 1200’ lock chamber. Emsworth is located at Neville Island at Ohio River mile 6.2, and includes a dam in the back channel of the river. The project was built in 1921, and features a main lock chamber measuring 110’ x 600’ and an auxiliary lock that is 56’ x 360’. Dashields is located at Ohio River mile 13.3  The project was built in 1929, and features a main lock chamber measuring 110’ x 600’ and an auxiliary lock that is 56’ x 360’.  Montgomery is located at Ohio River mile 31.7, The project was built in 1936, and features a main lock chamber measuring 110’ x 600’ and an auxiliary lock that is 56’ x 360’.  The costs associated with major rehabilitation and major maintenance over a 50 year economic design life may exceed the cost of replacement with new larger facilities.  Any closures of the main chambers for repairs force greater future reliance on the very small auxiliary chambers.  As part of the Ohio River Main Stem Study of navigation modernization, replacement plans involving two or three projects are being evaluated.

District 4 also includes Locks and Dams 2, 3 and 4 on the Allegheny River.
