Pennsylvania District 12 – Congressman John Murtha

Pennsylvania’s 12th Congressional District contains or borders 34 miles of the Allegheny River, from mile 29 through mile 62.  The major commodity in this area is aggregates; most of this amount is sand and gravel, with a large portion of it being dredged from various sites in the river.

An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the 12th Congressional District of Pennsylvania shows that just less than 600 thousand tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district, while approximately 404 thousand tons were received in 1999.  Just over 725 thousand tons moved within the district.  Any further details of the tonnage moving in the district cannot be published due to an insufficient number of barge operators.  The value of the 1.7 million tons shipped and received in the district is more than $178 million.

There were 18 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks adjacent to the river in Pennsylvania’s 12th Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 1999 (see map).  The Freeport Terminal at mile 29.6 handled a wide range of commodities including iron, petroleum oils, ores, minerals and coke.

Five of the eight navigation locks and dams on the Allegheny River are located in the 12th Congressional District (see map).  These projects all have single chambers that are 56 feet wide and 360 feet long, and were put in service between 1927 and 1938.  In 1999 these locks performed over 4500 lockages for over 9500 recreation watercraft.
