The district borders or contains the Tennessee River from mile 417 to mile 589, the first 10 miles of the Hiwassee River and the entire navigable portions of the Clinch River (60 miles) and Emory River (12 miles).

An analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for Tennessee’s 3rd Congressional District shows that over 416 thousand tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Most of this amount was iron/steel and other commodities shipped to Alabama and Illinois, respectively and chemicals to Texas.  Docks in the district received 2.1 million tons from outside the district. Other parts of Tennessee was the leading shipper to Tennessee District 3, transporting approximately 1.1 million tons, primarily aggregates.  Only 1,400 tons moved within the district.  In 2008, the 2.8 million tons shipped to, from and within Tennessee District 3 had a combined value of $726 million.

There were 47 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in the district that shipped or received tonnage in 2008 (see map).  The Port of Chattanooga was the largest port area and the 7th largest in the Ohio River Basin, with 2.2 million tons shipped and received in 2008.

The locks and dams in Tennessee District 3 are Chickamauga and Watts Bar on the Tennessee River and Melton Hill on the Clinch River.  Chickamauga Lock has a history of problems associated with concrete expansion.  A study conducted by the Tennessee Valley Authority recommended the construction of a new 110’ x 600’ lock chamber.  A feasibility study is currently underway by the Nashville District for the replacement of the lock.  Increased monitoring, maintenance and repairs will be needed to allow the existing lock to remain open beyond 2010.
