Tennessee District 4 – Congressman Van Hilleary

Tennessee's 4th Congressional District is located in the middle of the state, and includes areas on the north and south borders.  The district contains or borders the Tennessee River from mile 154 to mile 215.  District 4 also borders the Tennessee from mile 499 to mile 545.

More than 21 million tons of commodities pass through these areas of the Tennessee River.  Approximately 36% of the tonnage moving in, out, within or past Tennessee District 4 is coal.  This tonnage is worth $6.9 billion.

An analysis of the 1998 waterborne commerce data for Tennessee’s 4th Congressional District shows that 400 thousand tons of commodities were shipped on the river system in and out of the district.  This tonnage consisted mostly of aggregates and slag. Most of this tonnage was shipped to other areas of Tennessee, with other shipments destined for Alabama, Louisiana and Texas.  The tonnage moved to and from District 4 was worth $26.6 million. No details may be released concerning barge movements of commodities into Tennessee District 4 due to the small number of barge operating companies involved in that activity.
