An analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for Tennessee’s 5th Congressional District shows that 408 thousand tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Most of this amount was iron and steel products shipped to 8 states including Kentucky, Arkansas, Illinois and Alabama.  Docks in the district received almost 4.2 million tons from outside the district.  The top commodity shipped into the district was aggregates coming from the Kentucky and Illinois. In 2008, more than 4.6 million tons shipped to and from Tennessee District 5 had a combined value over $856 million.

There were 50 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in the district that shipped or received tonnage in 2008 (see map).  The Port of Nashville was the largest port area and the 6th largest in the Ohio River Basin.  In 2008, it shipped and received 3.3 million tons worth just over $716 million.

There is one lock and dam in Tennessee District 5.  Old Hickory Lock and Dam is located about 20 miles upstream of Nashville.
