Tennessee District 5 – Congressman Bob Clement

Tennessee’s 5th Congressional District is located in the middle of the Cumberland River basin.  The district borders or contains 58 miles of the Cumberland River, from mile 165 to mile 222.  

Approximately 9.4 million tons of commodities pass through this area of the Cumberland River.  Nearly 36% of the tonnage moving in, out or past Tennessee District 5 is coal. Other major commodities moving through this area include aggregates, petroleum and iron and steel.  This tonnage is valued at $1.4 billion.

An analysis of the 1999 waterborne commerce data for Tennessee’s 5th Congressional District shows that 215 thousand tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Most of this amount was iron and steel products shipped to 8 states including Illinois, Alabama and Kentucky.  Docks in the district received almost 6 million tons from outside the district.  The top commodity shipped into the district was aggregates coming from the Kentucky and six other states.  In 1999, more than 6 million tons shipped to and from Tennessee District 5 had a combined value of almost $1.3 billion.
