An analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for Tennessee’s 6th Congressional District shows that over 4.5 million tons of commodities were received by barge in the district.  Most of this amount was coal coming from Kentucky and Illinois with the primary commodity received being coal.  In 2008, the tonnage shipped to Tennessee District 6 had a combined value of almost $175 million.  The number of barge operating companies moving this tonnage prevents the release of data in further detail.

There were three manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in the district that shipped or received tonnage in 2008 (see map).  District 6 includes TVA’s Gallantin Steam Plants, which received over 4.3 million tons of coal.
There are two navigation locks and dams in Tennessee District 6. Old Hickory Lock and Dam is located about 20 miles upstream of Nashville, and Cordell Lock and Dam is about 68 miles below the head of navigation.
