Tennessee – Senators Lamar Alexander, Bob Corker

The State of Tennessee contains over 600 miles of navigable waterways in the Ohio River basin and over 165 miles of the Mississippi River basin.  This area is a vital segment of the inland waterway system, providing an economic transportation link from the Upper Midwest and upper Ohio River drainage basins to the lower Mississippi Valley and the Gulf of Mexico. The major waterways are the Tennessee River (miles 61 to 215 and 417 to 652) and the Cumberland River (miles 75 to 381).  Tennessee also contains the Hiwassee, Clinch, Emory, Holston and French Broad and Little Pigeon Rivers, which are all tributaries of the Tennessee River.
In 2005, almost 49 million tons of commodities (mostly coal, aggregates, and petroleum) moved to, from, and within Tennessee.  These commodities had a combined value of over $9.2 billion.  Coal made up over 36% of this tonnage, followed by aggregates with 19.7%.

An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the State of Tennessee shows that over 6 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the state.  A sizeable portion of this tonnage (over 2 million tons) consisted of grain.  Docks in the state received 38.4 million tons, with coal being the largest commodity.  Over 4.2 million tons moved within the state.

	Shipments on Ohio and Mississippi River Basin Waterways 


Tennessee docks shipped and received commodities by barge to and from 17 states.  The leading state shipped to was Louisiana, with over 2.6 million tons and a value of over $864 million.  The leading state shipping by barge to Tennessee was Kentucky, which shipped over 17.0 million tons, with coal being the primary commodity. 

There are approximately 135 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks on the waterways of Tennessee that shipped and received tonnage in 2005. The Port of Nashville, which includes 13 miles of the Cumberland River (miles 182 to 194) shipped and received over 4.2 million tons of commodities in 2005, with most of the tonnage being receipts of sand, gravel, asphalt and cement.

There are nine navigation locks and dams in Tennessee’s portion of the Ohio River basin (see map).  Chickamauga Lock has a history of problems associated with concrete expansion.  The existing lock requires aggressive maintenance to confront its Alkali Aggregate Reaction (AAR) problem.  This expansion of concrete features is causing misalignment of mechanical components and would eventually cause the lock to be closed.  
Construction began in July 2004 with relocation of utilities.  The 34-month Cofferdam contract was awarded in Aug 06 and the Road and Bridge relocation contract was completed in Feb 2007.  Cofferdam construction and lock design began in FY07.   The final major contract for lock construction is planned to begin in 2009 with completion in 2013.
