As shown in table 1, an analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for the 4th Congressional District of Wisconsin shows that over 91 thousand tons of commodities were shipped on the lakes system into the district.  The 91 thousand tons had a value of almost $28 million.  Docks in the district received over 3.1 million tons from other states, with ores/minerals being the primary commodity.

As shown in table 2, the docks in Wisconsin’s 4th District shipped more tonnage to Louisiana than any other state with iron/steel being the primary commodity, having a value of $6 million. Michigan shipped over 773 thousands tons to Wisconsin 4th District, primarily cement.
There were 22 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in the 4th District that shipped and received tonnage in 2008.  . The Port of Milwaukee moved over 3.2 million tons of commodities in 2008, valued at $386 million.  Coal, cement and ores were the primary commodities received.
