Wisconsin  District 7
The 7th Congressional District of Wisconsin borders on Lake Superior.  The district is a major supplier of iron ore to mills located in the other Great Lakes states.  Much of the iron ore originates in the northern part of the district, while the area around Duluth is a major shipping area for coal and grain as well as iron ore.

As shown in table 1, an analysis of the 2008 waterborne commerce data for the 7th Congressional District of Wisconsin shows that  30 million tons of commodities were shipped on the lakes system out of the district.  Over 97% of this tonnage consisted of coal and iron ore/steel products.  Docks in the district received almost 1.6 million tons from other states, with aggregates being the primary commodity.  The 32 million tons of commodities shipped to and from Wisconsin District 7 in 2008 had a value of $1.3 billion.
