An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the 1st Congressional District of West Virginia shows that over 17.2 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Docks in the district received 13.2 million tons from outside the district.  Over 675 thousand tons moved between docks within the district.  In 2005, the 31.2 million tons shipped to, from, and within West Virginia District 1 were worth over $1.9 billion.
Pennsylvania was the leading state in both shipment and Ohio in receipts of goods by barge to and from WV District 1.  Over 7.2 million tons moved between the district and docks in Pennsylvania, with coal being the primary product.

There were 114 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in West Virginia’s 1st Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 2005 (see map).  The area around Morgantown (miles 92 to 103 of the Monongahela River), shipped and received over 2.4 million tons of commodities with a value of $139 million.

More coal is shipped on the Ohio River basin waterways than any other commodity.  In 2005, over 14.6 million tons of coal was shipped by barge from District 1 to 17 power plants in the Ohio River basin.  Also, 3 power plants in the district received over 7.9 million tons of coal, almost 500,000 thousand of which came from West Virginia origins.

There are eight navigation locks and dams in the 1st Congressional District (see map).  They are Belleville, Willow Island, Hannibal, Pike Island and New Cumberland on the Ohio River, and Morgantown, Hildebrand and Opekiska Locks on the Monongahela River.
