An analysis of the waterborne commerce data for the 3rd Congressional District of West Virginia shows that over 24 million tons of commodities were shipped on the river system out of the district.  Docks in the district received over 2.9 million tons, with shipments from Ohio comprising 58% of this tonnage. There were 55 manufacturing facilities, terminals, and docks in West Virginia’s 3rd Congressional District that shipped and received tonnage in 2005 (see map).  The District includes the Port of Huntington, the largest inland port in the United States  and the 8th busiest in the country.  In 2005, over 83 million tons of commodities were shipped, received and moved within the Port of Huntington.
More coal is shipped in the Ohio River basin than any other commodity.  Over 12 million tons of coal was shipped by barge from District 3 to 23 power plants within the basin.

There are no navigation locks and dams in the 3rd Congressional District (see map).
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
